President’s Report

Committee Reports   

Activities Committee Report 
The Clean Up/Recycling date is April 25th.  Boat registration will be taken at this event.    A pancake breakfast will be served starting at 9:00 a.m. for the volunteers.   Chris will get food supplies (pancake mix, etc.).  Picnic tables will be collected the weekend of April 18th, weather permitting, and sanded to prepare for staining on Clean Up Day.  Sam will get the stain. 
The next event will be “Meet Your Neighbor. BBQ” held on June 13th at 1:00 pm. and the 
annual meeting will be held August 22. 

Poles for the message board will be installed when the auger is rented.  If the board is not completed at that time, it will be installed when it is finished.     
Welcome Committee Report

Sam and Roni Gordon will take a welcome package to the home of Greg Smith. 
Spring Valley Improvements Committee Report 
Sam reported that we will need a general contractor to sign off on the patio roof as requested by Teller County. 
Some community members requested to keep the Port-a-Potty open year round as it is convenient to the boaters and activities held at the pavilion. Sam made a motion to keep the Port-a-Potty open year round.  Georgia second the motion.  It was agreed by all members present to keep it open this year.  The board will see if it is worth keeping it open after this year. 

Fishing Committee Report 
Dick reported that a lake patrol meeting will be held at the pavilion on April 18 at 9:00am. Fish stocking will be held May 16th at 9:00am.  Dick will order 100 carp to be put mostly in the lake.  Zug will get the doughnuts.  Coffee will be provided. 
 

Dick reported that he caught someone fishing with the red flag up.  He wanted to know if he should charge someone for fishing.  It was suggested that if anyone was fishing out of season they would be charged $10 per fish caught. 
 

Fish stocking for the derby will be held July 11th.  Doughnuts and coffee will be provided.  Dick will order some golden trout for the derby. The Kid’s Fishing Derby will be held July 18th.  The Pepsi signs from last year will be used again with the dates changed. Chris has written a letter for donations. We are still in need of volunteers for the derby.  Sam and Roni Gordon will be meeting with the folks from Phantom Canyon to see if they will donate food for lunch as they did last year.  Shane Wildeman will help put in the chemicals for the lake and ponds this year.  
 

Chris emailed copies of updated fishing and common property rules and fishing fees to the board members.  These will be posted at the pavilion as well as on the website. 
 

It was also recommended that we should not remove all of the weeds because of erosion issues.  Shaun will get a quote from a landscape company on how to address the issue of thistle removal.   
 

A community member inquired if a 10ft. sailboat would be allowed on the lake.  The board decided it could be since there was no motor.
 

Shaun provided Zug with a CD containing information on dam safety.  Shaun will also schedule a meeting with the dam inspector.  He will inspect the dam throughout the summer and document the findings.  Shaun and Wayne Mathews will try to fix the aerator this week.  
Dick also inquired as to an age limit for children boating alone.  It was suggested that 11 years old and up would be the age limit.  Life vests are required to be worn for anyone 18 years old or under. 
 

Covenants Committee and Architectural Committee Report 
There were some changes made to the original “Declaration of Restrictive Covenants” by the Covenants Committee.  Zug provided a new draft for the board members.  Jill provided Zug with a list of lot owners. 
Assessment/Fishing Documents and Mailing 
Jill reported via email that to date we have received 237 assessments for a total of $22,975.  A second mailing will be made May 1st.

Shaun has revised the by-laws.   

Other Business 
Georgia stated that Teller County will be fixing the damaged culverts.   
A representative from the Wildlife Federation would like to speak at our annual meeting.  Spring Valley has the highest incidents of mountain lion sightings. Which also means we probably have the highest incidents of deer feeders in the area.  Shaun will ask him to come to the Fishing Derby also.
