Minutes


SVPORC BOARD MEETING
April 19, 2008
Attending:   Z. G. Standing Bear (President), Terry Harris (Vice President), Chris Schwester (Treasurer), Deb Schneider (Secretary),  Dick Cope (Lake/Fishing),  Georgia Curie (Member) and Jill Cochran(non-voting Office Coordinator).  Absent:  Eddie Marks (Member).

Call to order:  Zug Standing Bear called the meeting to order at 11:05 a.m. 

Approval:  Minutes for the January 12th Board Meeting were approved.  The Report of the Informal Session on March 15th was approved with the minor changes recommended by Zug. 

Board Reports

President’s Report

Zug reported that there was an informal session on March 15th .  Since there was no quorum, there was no business conducted at this session.  

Zug reported that the report he had prepared on HB-100 had no changes recommended by the board.  However, there are a couple of new changes for Colorado that will be posted on the web page.  They relate to not prohibiting windmills and power generators.  As far as the board is aware, this will not impact Spring Valley as we know it.

At the informal session on March 15th Mr. Bash raised several concerns.  The Board addressed these issues under Other Business at this meeting (April 19th).

Vice President’s Report
Terry reported that he had not heard from any volunteers for the Fish Derby.  See Activity Committee report. .    
Terry reminded residents to watch out for bears.  It is time for them to come out of hibernation.  It has been noted that the deer are coming back which may be a sign that the male cougar has moved on.  Dick has seen prints near his home.  If the cougar is seen, it should be reported to Terry and Fish and Game.  

Treasurer’s Report
Chris reported as of the February report, the general checking account balance is $23,012.05 earning an interest of 1.35 % and the fishing checking account balance is $10,696.48 earning an interest of 1.25 %.  The savings account balance is $185.45 earning an interest of 1.5%.

Chris has been comparing the 2008 budget with the accountant report.  She will work with the accountant to get the budget and accountant report to have the same categories.  The 2008 budget can not be changed since it was approved by vote at the annual meeting.  The budget categories could be changed for the 2009 budget if approved by the board and approved at the annual meeting..      

Secretary’s Report/Newsletter:  

 Deb reported that she is collecting articles for the next Newsletter to be sent in June.  It will contain the notice for nominees to run for the board.  The ballot will be sent in July.  Four positions will be up for vote in July (Dick, Deb, Shane and Eddie’s positions).   
Committee Reports
    
Activities Committee Report:

There will be a Fish Stocking on May 17th  (Zug will get donuts)  and July 12th.  The Fishing Derby will be on July 19th.  Deb will post a sign.  
Chris reported that she has volunteers for the donation table and to help prepare food for the Fishing Derby.  More volunteers are needed.  She has also received donations for pop, ice, a bicycle, and a $100 gift certificate.  Dick has contacted Wal-Mart.  They need a letter of request in order to make a donation.
Chris needs the tax exempt number.
Welcome Committee Report:

Chris shared information from Colorado Division of Wildlife about living with wild animals and a list of Teller County “who to call” phone numbers for the welcome packet.  It will also contain a fishing pass.    
Fishing Committee Report:

The fishing rules need to be updated to make Shadow Lake “catch and keep.” 
Dick has ordered fish for the fish stocking on May 17th for a total of $3,500.  This will include 40 browns and the rest rainbows.  There is an increased cost of $3.50 to $3.65 per pound with no delivery charge.  However, due to diesel fuel costs there may be a charge for delivery in the future.

It was approved to issue a check for $70 for change in the fishing cash box.  This will be returned to the account in the fall.

Covenants Committee Report:

Terry reported that Torkelson is no longer under violation.  However, non-licensed vehicles may still be a concern.  Zug will follow up on the vehicles on Aspen Circle to see if they are registered.
     
Architectural Committee Report:

Terry reported that no new homes have recently been approved.
2008 Assessments/Fishing Permits:

The Assessments have generated a total of $21, 288 and Fishing Permits have generated a total of $3,171 to date.   
New Signature Cards for the Bank

Due to changes in the board, new signature cards need to be signed at the bank.  Zug, Terry, Chris, Deb and Jill will have signature authority for the general account.  Terry, Dick, Zug, Chris and Jill will have signature authority for the fishing account.  Chris, Zug, Deb and Jill will have signature authority for the savings, CD’s and Safety Deposit Box.

Jill will get the documentation to the bank by April 25th.  Board members will get signature cards signed at the bank by May 2nd.  
Other Business: 

The metal sign where activity announcements are posted needs repair.  Deb’s husband, John, can make a new one.  This was approved.

It was approved to purchase 2 locks for the end of the pavilion.  

Georgia Curie was nominated to fill the vacant board position until August.  Zug has worked with her for 2 years.  Dick concurs.  She is his neighbor.  

Eight items related to Bill Bash’s concerns were discussed:

1) Replacing absent board members that are not attending board meetings or missed multiple board meetings.  It was approved to discuss this issue.  Board members that miss multiple board meetings without a valid excuse will be written a letter concerning their ability to continue to serve on the board.

Replacing board members that resign.   It was approved to discuss this issue.  The board agreed that we do an acceptable job due to the people that have expressed a desire to be on the board.  We recommend people that we know and trust.  

2) Covenants Enforcement.  It was approved to discuss this issue.  For over 20 years there have been exceptions made for motor homes and RVs as long as they are not an eyesore.  The board approved that based on previous historical action by the board the enforcement of the covenant related to motor homes and RVs is not actionable.  

Zug will follow up with covenant enforcement about other existing violations against the covenants.

3) No need to replace the SV sign at the entrance to SV.  It was approved to discuss this issue.  The comment about the sign is duly noted.  It was approved to discuss this issue at the annual meeting.  Georgia will get information about replacement costs from SV resident Ken Klug.

4) Grandfathering/Lifetime fishing memberships.  It was approved to discuss this issue.  There are currently only two lifetime fishing memberships.  It was agreed that the argument against this issue is non-persuasive.  

5) Concerns about the Board abiding by current by-laws.   It was approved to discuss this issue.  Concerns about utilization of current by-laws are non-persuasive in that the Board follows the most recent by-laws approved on January 9, 2003.  
6) Certificates of deposit for non profit associations are not authorized.  It was approved to discuss this issue.  The summary prepared by Zug concerning CD’s indicates that the board is not aware of any restrictions prohibiting CD’s to be used for non profit purposes of the association.  The board approved that the argument about CD’s is non-persuasive.

7) More participation from the people.  It was approved to discuss this issue.  The board agreed that we do a credible job informing the residents of SV through the newsletter with limited response.  The board approved the position that they do the best they can to serve as volunteer positions.

8) Dissolve the association.    It was approved to discuss this issue.  The board agreed that they do the best they can with what we have.  To dissolve the board would be a major negative event to the subdivision since we would have to sell all the property owned by the association including the lakes.  Any proceeds gained from the sale of property and any assets would have to be donated to a similar non-profit association.  The board approved that this would have a significant negative effect.  

The board went into executive session at 12:57 p.m..  The board came out of executive session at 12:58 p.m.  

The board voted to approve Georgia Curie as a board member to fill the vacant position for the duration of that position.
The board went into executive session at 12:59 p.m.  The board came out of executive session at 1:15 p.m.
