Community Comments  

Roni Gordon announced that the Spring Valley Cookbook is hot off the press. It is available for purchase at a cost $6. Contact Roni for a cookbook. The board expressed their thanks to Roni.
November 14th Board Meeting Minutes were approved via email.
Board Reports

President’s Report
Zug reported that there was a last minute replacement on the declarations. The lawyer has advised that a 20% quorum is needed to make a change but a 10% quorum is ok. The board agreed to continue to approve the yearly budget at the annual meeting; however, an approval of the budget can be done by a majority vote by the board.
Zug suggested that the board consider a formula for determining assessments based on those members who have and have not paid their assessment in the previous year.

New members should receive a copy of the declaration, by-laws and policies. They will be posted on the new website. Title companies could be referred to this website to obtain the documentation that they need for closings.

Vice President’s Report

Shaun stated that he had nothing new to report.   

Treasurer’s Report

Greg reported the budget for November was within $160. There is currently over $4,000 remaining. Consideration should be given to paying as many bills as possible before the end of December. 

He requested and the board approved his authority to transfer funds from one bank account to another to get a higher interest rate on the SV monies and to be able to view the bank statements. Appropriate bank forms were signed by the board and he will submit a copy of these minutes indicating board approval to the bank.

Zug suggested that the assessment fines and other penalty revenues be kept separate.

Deb reported that the next newsletter will be sent in January or February. All articles are due by the end of January. Shaun will prepare an article about the policies and reference the new website.

Activities Committee Report

Welcome Committee Report
Sam reported that there were no residents reported to the committee this month. 
Spring Valley Improvements Committee Report
Sam reported that there have been no new improvements. There are plans to put a roof on the area in front of the pavilion next year.
Fishing Committee Report
Dick confirmed that there were no signs on square pond. He clarified that the change in the fishing cash box should be $80 not $70 as on the monthly financial statement. Shaun will look at the aerator to adjust the timing. The next fish stocking will be in May.

An auger is needed to test the ice on the lake for safety. Shaun will check prices to purchase an auger and report back to the board.  
Covenants Committee and Architectural Committee Report

Shaun reported that the committee needs to meet to determine the policies and they should be ready by the next board meeting. Zug reported that SV owns 2 properties which consist of the lakes (2 ponds and 2 lakes) and a utility easement. There was a discussion about the utility easement.
