Minutes


SVPORC BOARD MEETING
February 21,2009
 
Attending:  Zug Standing Bear (President), Shaun Gordon (Vice President, Covenants and Architectural), Chris Schwester (Treasurer and Activities), Richard (Dick) Cope (Lakes/Fishing), Sam Mathews (Welcome and SV Improvements), Georgia Curie (member). and Jill Cochran (non-voting Office Coordinator).   Absent:  Deb Schneider (Secretary and Activities).

Community Member Present:  Bill Bash.
Call to order:  Zug Standing Bear called the meeting to order at 10:08 a.m. 

January Board Meeting Minutes were previously approved by email vote so that they could be promptly posted.
Community Comments:  Bill Bash addressed the board.  He submitted in writing the following:  he asked the board to consider the need of a “Waiver of Liability that precludes dues paying members (upon signature) from legal action taken against SVPORC or judgments rendered against SVPORC.” 
He requested from the board the following: a date, time and place where he can review and copy the associations records financial and other records, a copy of SVPORC property inventory, a copy of SVPORC CD accounts, a copy of SVPORC last audit or review (audit preferred), a review of payroll time sheets and procedures, a review of mileage records and procedures (procedure meaning accountability and who is in charge giving work assignments to O.C., what defines a mileage payments and who ok’s expenditures), a list of associates insurance policies and amounts, property , general liability, association, directors and officers professional liability, and fidelity policies.  Insurance Company names and cost.  He stated that this request has to do with pending Real Estate transactions.

He also requested to know how many SVPORC members?  How many non paying property owners?  Were they contacted?  What was their input, ideas, complaints, etc.  Concerning non-payment of dues, does SVPORC have any permanent records of board meeting or committee actions taken?  Number of years?  Planning lein on properties with possibility of selling said properties to pay debt!  Is the association in compliance with all of Senate Bill 06-89 and SB -05-100?  If not, any lein is that is filed, can property owners take legal action against SVPORC?  Example  - No Covenant enforcement!  Defamation, libel, slander (ruined owner’s credit rating)

He submitted the following “off the cuff”:  Board should encourage and reimburse board members education.  Yearly scheduled meetings – public meeting place.  Members have the right to attend “all meetings” includes committees.  Notification needed.  Montly detailed financial report.  All meeting agendas and minures mailed to HOA membership along with financial report.  No money paid to providers with only verbal agreements – contract agreements with specific materials etc. only.  All expenditures come before the board for prior approval (registered vote).  Dollar amount to be noted.  3 bids in writing for any and all services, contractual agreements, etc.  Board members obligation is to represent the associations membership.

Board Reports

President’s Report
Speeders and Wildlife Killers in the Neighborhood

Zug reported that wildlife has been killed in the neighborhoods.  Speeding continues to be a problem.  The board discussed putting a sign to slow down speeders, asking the sheriff to do more patrol, and taking down license numbers and reporting to the sheriff’s office.   It was agreed to encourage the community to take down the license numbers of the speeders and report them to the sheriff’s office.  The fishing patrol will also be asked to report speeders to the sheriff’s office.

Radon:  Dick and Zug attended a seminar about radon safety.  Zug summed up the seminar information in his newsletter article.  He offered to loan his radon detector to board members.  He will be attending another seminar soon.
Subdivision Sign Project:  Georgia reported that Ken Klug had some great ideas on how we could update the current sign by taking off the top layer and screwing on an updated sign.  Georgia shared pictures of the proposed sign.   The board approved the sign that could have interchangeable messages.  The messages will be “Happy Holidays” and “Enjoy Natures Beauty.”  One message should come with the original sign.  Cost: $675 (includes a $300 discount) with an additional cost of $50 per message.  Chris will scan the new sign drawing and post it to the SV web page.
Insurance:  Zug expressed some concerns over addition “company costs” for our insurance.  He will follow up with the company to get an explanation.  He will also check with other agencies.  Sam requested a copy of the General Liability Policy to see if it allows for erecting a swing set next to the volleyball courts. Jill will get her a copy of the policy.   
Vice President’s Report
 Shaun reported that his information would be covered under his committee reports later in the agenda.
Treasurer’s Report
Chris distributed the budget and opened a discussion.  She will research why the utilities are higher this year.  It was suggested to move the fishing line items to the bottom so there would be a separation.  It was also suggested that there be two subtotals.  It was agreed to move $8,000 from the SV General Account to the SV Savings Account to generate more interest on the SV monies.  Jill was instructed to move this money to savings. 
Secretary’s Report/Newsletter:  

 Deb was absent but submitted the following report:  The newsletter was mailed on Thursday.  Printing costs were $86.73 (from Shipping Plus in Divide) and mailing costs were $75.32.  A deposit needs to be made with the Post Office before the next mailing.  Mailing costs will go up May 11th.  The next newsletter will be mailied the 1st week in May and include board election information.  Deb has also signed the signature cards at the bank as requested 
Committee Reports
    
Activities Committee Report:

The Clean Up date is April 25th.  Deb will get with Sam and Chris to plan this activity.  A pancake breakfast will be served starting at 9:00 a.m. for the volunteers.  Chris asked and the board approved to include recycling information at the Clean Up event.  Dick will check pavilion supplies and get the litter bags.  Chris will get food supplies (pancake mix, etc.).  Sam will get stain and paint brushes.  A sign will be posted.  
Chris shared a “SV 2009 Activities Calendar” which will be posted.

    
Welcome Committee Report:

Sam has not received any information on new owners.  Roni Gordon did visit one renter with a welcome packet.

Spring Valley Improvements Committee Report:

Sam reported that the portable potty shelter has been completed.  Board members commented that it looks very nice.  Plans are being made for the roof on the pavilion patio but construction needs to wait until the ground thaws.  Shaun presented detailed costs to build the covering over the pavilion patio.  The board approved a total of $2,000 for this expenditure.  Zug shared that he was aware of some old SV street signs that could be used for decorations at the pavilion.  The board agreed that he should get these signs so they can be used as decorations.   .   
Fishing Committee Report:
Dick reported that Will Spencer has volunteered to do the boat registration.  Kathy Vils wants to buy a boat that can not be identified.  The 1st fish stocking will not exceed $3,500.  There will be a meeting with the fish patrol on April 18th at 9:00 a.m. at the pavilion 
Clarification of Fishing Rules:  Chris will revise the fishing rules and the permit form so they will be consistent.  It was agreed that children 11 years old and up would be allowed 2 rods and a 4 fish limit.  Children 1-10 fish free and are allowed one rod and a 2 fish limit.  All must be paid members of the SV association before a fishing permit can be purchased.  Guests of property owners that have paid their assessments can purchase a fishing pass.

Chris had prices for new magnetic signs for the fish patrol.  She will also contact Rocky Mountain Promotions, who made the original signs, to get a comparable quote.

Covenants Committee and Architectural Committee Report
Shaun shared drafts of the “SVPORC Architectural Control Committee Rules and Regulations,” “SVPORC Collection Policy” and SVPORC Covenant and Rule Enforcement Policy.”  Zug and Shaun will review these draft policies.  Board members should submit comments to Shaun.  A policy manual was suggested.  Zug agreed to start to put a manual together with input from the committee chairpersons.   
Assessment/Fishing Documents and Mailing:

Jill reported that to date we have received 129 assessments for a total of $12,442,  We have also received 13 paid fishing permits for a total of $2,060.  Comparing 2008 with 2009, we received 125 paid assessments as of Feb. 20, 2008.  To date, we have received only one assessment that owed back dues for multiple years.
New signature cards for the bank accounts:

All board members have signed the signature cards at the bank. 
Law Firm for SV Business – Bart DePalma:

Zug reported that DePalma has submitted a report on the mandatory issues giving good advise.  He had checked with other lawyers, but DePalma’s feee of $175/hr. is lower.  He also has experience with homeowner issues.
By-Laws:

Zug, Shaun and Sam will revise the by-laws.

Tana Dolce Bed and Breakfast – owned by Kimberly C. Geiger

The board expressed concerns over the commercial business.  Zug did not have an objection to the Bed and Breakfast as it was reported.  All other board members present opposed the proposal of this enterprise since it is in contravention of the subdivision’s restrictive covenants.  Board members who voted against this proposal cited the precedent of a commercial hotel operation in what is a residential subdivision as well as access and parking limitations of the specific property as primary objections to this proposal.  Zug will prepare a response to the County Community Development Services Division.  He will email a draft of the response to the board for input.

Other Business

Zug is checking on taxes on the common properties.  Jill was authorized to make payment on the current tax bill.

Board members reviewed the return mail with no current known mailing address.  They will attempt to get a mailing address.  Teller County Assessor Office mailing information has already been verified.   
Next Meeting Date:  The board agreed to have regular board meetings on the second Tuesday of every month at 6:00 p.m. at the pavilion.  The next meeting will be on March 10th at 6:00 p.m.
