SVPORC BOARD MEETING
January 12, 2008
Attending:   Z. G. Standing Bear (President), Terry Harris (Vice President), Chris Schwester (Treasurer), Deb Schneider (Secretary), Shane Wildeman (Lake/Fishing), Dick Cope (Member) and Jill Cochran(non-voting Office Coordinator).  Absent:  Eddie Marks (Member).

Call to order:  Zug Standing Bear called the meeting to order at 10:24a.m. 

Approval:  Minutes for the Annual Meeting and the September 16, 2007 Board Meeting were approved.

Shane’s resignation:  Shane addressed the board submitting his letter of resignation due to time constraints and a family members health concerns.  He offered his assistance and copies of the kid rules and fishing rules.  He turned over a box of materials to Terry. 

The Board thanked Shane for his timeless and loyal service and wished him well.

Board Reports

President’s Report

Zug reported that a letter from Bill Bash had been received requesting a number of documents.  To address this request, the Bylaws, minutes for the last 6 months, and financial reports have been copied.  Terry and Dick reported speaking with Mr. Bash and inviting him to this meeting.  Zug had intended to share the documents with Mr. Bash at this meeting.  However, since he did not attend, the documents will be sent.  A letter will be included requesting the reason for the request.  The reason must be stated and be reasonable, not frivolous or malicious.  He had also requested individual transactions from each homeowner.  It was agreed that this part of his request will not be distributed at this time.

Zug distributed the attached document detailing the status of the Certificates of Deposit.  Dick and Zug opened the Safety Deposit Box and found the four certificates of deposit in the box.  Zug reported that interest on the Certificates of Deposit can be withdrawn without penalty.

Zug distributed the Memorandum to the board concerning the need for more detailed written polices as specified in the Colorado Senate Bills 05-100 and 06-89 (Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act or CCIOA).
The memorandum was discussed.  Zug will continue to gather information related to this issue.

Vice President’s Report
Terry and Zug reported that there have been 3 zoning complaints filled with the county.  

Terry reported that there is a 200 lbs. male cougar coming dangerously close to homes in Spring Valley.  The cougar has taken down a number of deer and has been reported to bring the kill close to homes in the area.  The Department of Wildlife has been called and responded to the situation.  It was suggested that an article be put in the next newsletter notifying the residents that this animal is becoming a concern.
Treasurer’s Report
Chris reported as of November 30, 2007 total assets of $50,560.53 which includes buildings, equipment, etc.  The general checking account balance is $10,805.71 and the fishing checking account balance is $8,839.27.  The savings account balance is $184.79.  She will contact the bank related to interest on the savings and checking accounts and make recommendations to the board related to any redistribution of funds.    

Secretary’s Report/Newsletter:  

 Deb reported that she is collecting articles for the next Newsletter to be sent around the 1st of March.  Jill will check with Shipping Plus and the Post Office to verify that the deposits are adequate for the newsletter printing and mailing.  

Deb reported that the IRS mileage reimbursement had increased to 50.5 cents per mile and recommended that Jill’s mileage be increased to this amount.  All were in favor.  

Committee Reports
    
Activities Committee Report:

Clean Up Day will be on April 12th.  Trash bags and water will be needed for this activity.  Deb will post signs related to the event.  Chris asked that residents be reminded to clean up after their dogs.
There will be a Fish Stocking in May and July.  The Fishing Derby will be on July 19th.  Chris will prepare a letter for donations.  The newsletter will include a note that volunteers are needed for all activities and that the Fishing Derby may not occur if there are not enough volunteers to help with the activity.  The newsletter will also ask for suggestions for future activities.

Welcome Committee Report:

Zug is preparing a welcome package.  Fishing passes will come from Terry.  Chris will share a pamphlet about living with wild animals with Zug for this packet.  
Fishing Committee Report:

It was agreed that the Fishing Committee would consist of Terry, Dick and Cody.  It was moved to allow Shadow Lake to be “catch and keep”.  All were in favor.

Terry and Chris will make monthly deposits of the fishing fee with collections beginning in June. 

Changes will be made to the checking account for fishing funds.  Shane will be removed.  This will require board members to sign a new signature card for the fishing account at the bank. The following will have signature authority on the Spring Valley fishing account:  Zug Standing Bear, Chris Schwester, Terry Harris, and Jill Cochran.

Lifetime Fishing memberships were discussed.  There are only a few left and they have been grandfathered in years ago.  No change will be made to their status.

Other Business:

Dick and Deb will be contacted to open the pavilion at the time of the event.

It was agreed that Mary Kottwitz will update and maintain the Spring Valley web site.  It was moved that her assessment fees be waived for this service.  All were in favor.
