January 9, 2010

Absent: Greg Smith (Treasurer).

Call to order: Shaun called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.
 
Community Comments
Valerie Flournoy attended, no comments, just came to listen.
 
December 2009 Board Meeting Minutes were approved via email.

Georgia Currie stated that she could only attend the meeting for a short time. Hearing the results of the vote on the declarations to be discussed later in the meeting, she gave her proxy vote for to Sam before leaving.
    
Board Reports	
President’s Report
Zug arrived at 10:08 a.m. and assumed duties as presiding officer. He distributed the results from the Declaration Ballot results as of January 7, 2010. There were not enough ballots returned. People need to vote. There is no official “time limit.” The board agreed not to abandon the cause and to encourage people to vote, one way or the other, through an article in the next newsletter. The article will include a report on the ballot results, encourage people to vote, explain the new declarations actually takes power away from the board, are less restrictive, consolidates them into one document and brings the declarations into compliance with state laws. The article will also explain how the current documents are difficult to read and can not be retyped for distribution.

A letter from a resident was read. It expressed concerns over board actions in the early 90’s, misinformation about the declaration changes to ATV use and loss of their copy of the proposed declarations. Zug will call the author of the letter to discuss their concerns.

The proposed declarations will be posted on the new website for reference by residents.

Vice President’s Report
Shaun stated that the new website is up and running. The board applauded the new website. Information is being received. It was approved to keep the website free of advertisements. Residents can still advertise in the newsletter. Historical information from Barbara Barnes will be added to the website soon.

It was agreed that residents can reserve the pavilion for personal yard sales. The pavilion can be reserved by contacting Dick Cope and making a $30 refundable clean-up deposit.  

Treasurer’s Report
Greg was absent.  However, his monthly report was mailed to all board members and presented at the meeting.  

Zug reported that 107 ballots had been received, all positive and no negative votes. The 2010 budget passed. Sam will respond to the couple of comments/questions written on the ballots.
 
Secretary’s Report/Newsletter 
Deb reported that the IRS standard mileage rates have been reduced to 50 cents a mile. It was agreed to reduce the office coordinator’s mileage to meet the IRS standards.

The next newsletter will be sent in February. Articles are needed. There will be articles on the Declarations, new website, the need for fishing patrol volunteers, a schedule of events and the new late fees on assessment payments.

Welcome Committee Report
Sam reported that there is one new resident. New residents are being contacted and an appointment made to answer questions and to give them a welcome packet.
 
Spring Valley Improvements Committee Report
Sam reported that there have been no new improvements.  

Fishing Committee Report
Dick reported that Glen Schwester has been collecting fishing fees for ice fishing. Dick will contact Glen to thank him for his services and to request that fees be turned over on a monthly basis so that timely deposits can be made.

The fishing patrol is in desperate need of volunteers. Contact Dick Cope.

Shaun met with the Dam Inspector. We need to have a filtered outlet, french drain, on the left side of the dam. This will require an engineer to do the drawings. Shaun will contact the engineer that was recommended and submit to the board proposed costs. Volunteers will be needed to construct the filtered outlet.  

The inspector was pleased and appreciative of Shaun’s report on the regular inspections of the weirs.

Ice fishing is permitted only when there is a green flag. Ice skating is permitted (when there is a green flag) on Potty Pond only. No Ice fishing is permitted on Potty Pond due to safety concerns for skaters from uneven ice.  

Chemicals will be used to control weeds in Shadow Lake as soon as possible (May/June).
 
Covenants Committee and Architectural Committee Report
Shaun reported that he received a request form renters to raise chickens. He told them this was not allowed. He also advised that community water usage for a greenhouse was not allowed and that a separate water source must be provided by the owner. However, this is a Valley Maintenance issue. Shaun will contact Mick Gunn to get more information.

Trash pick up has been put on hold till our next event in April to save money.

Website
The new website is up and running. Shaun will respond to emails. Jill will continue to check the old SV Juno site for emails.

2010 Assessment and Fishing Permits
Due to changes in the late fees, Shaun will revise the assessment form and work with Jill to create a system for documentation of fees. Late fees are $20 plus an 18% per year per property fee. Assessments will be due March 1, 2010 and be sent out by February 1st.
