Board Reports

President’s Report

Vice President’s Report
Terry reported that the dam has been inspected.  As a result, trees need to be removed and the fence in the spillway needs to be removed.  However, the fence belongs to the McMillans.  Zug offered to make contact with the McMillian’s once the report is received.  Jill will make copy of the report for Zug and Terry when it is received.  The inspector will be back in August to check compliance and the flow valve to be sure it is working.  Terry requested help in reading the wiers.  He has started a book to record the readings which need to be done once a month during the summer months.  A request for volunteers will be made in the next newsletter and at the annual meeting.  Zug will prepare a letter to be included with the ballot about the condition of the dam.

Al was absent.  His request to discuss a $5 increace in the assessments to cover dam maintenance expenses was discussed.  It was agreed to wait till we know what those expenses will be before asking for an increase in the assessments.

 Nothing new to report.  Jill will compile a list of the most recent new owners for Zug to contact.  
 Fishing Committee Report:

 Terry and Shane reported that the chemicals were not working on the weeds in Shadow Lake.  It was agreed to purchase carp to help with the problem.  Cost will not exceed $1,200.  This cost will be split between the SV checking account and the fishing account since the weeds effect the maintenance of the lake and fishing.  
Covenants Committee Report:

Terry reported that there are still problems with the Torkelson property.  It needs to be cleaned up. Another property owner keeps moving in vehicles with the most recent being a sailboat.  However, if the vehicles are properly registered there is nothing that the board can act on.     
Zug has researched the covenants and has created a map highlighting the covenant areas.  He has identified 95% of the properties through deeds and tax records.  He and Terry will meet to discuss the next step.   

Zug also reported that we have an offer to buy a small piece of property that has back taxes owed.  It was agreed to sell.  Zug will contact the buyer to inquire as to why they want the small piece of property before a final decision is made.  

Architectural Committee Report:

Terry reported that he has approved a new house (3,000 sq. ft) at Lake and Lake West Circle.  He also approved two remodels.
2007 Assessment and Fishing Dues:  

Assessment were due on March 1st.  To date we have received 260 assessments for a total of $23,000 and 32 fishing permits for a total of $4,640.  They continue to be received.
