Minutes


SVPORC BOARD MEETING
June 9, 2009
 
Attending:  Zug Standing Bear (President), Shaun Gordon (Vice President, Covenants/Architectural and Lakes/Fishing), Deb Schneider (Secretary and Activities), Chris Schwester (Treasurer and Activities), Richard (Dick) Cope (Lakes/Fishing), Sam Mathews (Welcome and SV Improvements), Georgia Curie (member) and Jill Cochran (non-voting Office Coordinator).     

Community Member Present:  Dick Kyle, Greg Smith, and Will Spencer.
Call to order:  Zug Standing Bear called the meeting to order at 6:11 p.m. 

May 12th Board Meeting Minutes were approved via email.

Community Comments:    

Dick Kyle expressed his concern over the weekly rentals at 1313 SV Drive owned by Vils.  He knows that the county has been involved.  He understands that they do not have a business permit.  He asked how it was going to work?  Zug responded that the SV Attorney is reviewing a letter that the board has drafted.  He explained that an unobtrusive business, like the local author that writes from her home, is ok with the board.  Ms. Vils will have her day with the committee.  Mr. Kyle’s second issue was the junk yard of vehicles on SV Drive.  What is the board doing about it?  Zug responded that the new covenants, when approved, will have a clear policy with fines.  That location will be one of the first to be visited.  The new covenants will limit the number of vehicles.  Thus, the board is proceeding to take care of such problems.
Greg Smith is a new resident living on SV Drive.  He has an accounting background and handyman skills.  He offered to volunteer his services.  He is concerned about the speeders.  He also expressed that he is glad to be here.

Will Spencer suggested getting the make/model and description of the car and driver and reporting the speeder to the sheriff’s office.  He also shared information about the Coalition for the Upper South Platte (CUSP).  They have a giant shredder which can be brought to the end of the driveway.  The owner would need to help load the shredder.  It costs $25 for a ½ hour and $50 for 1 hour.  There will be information posted on the message board by the pavilion.  Brochures were distributed.  He also asked if he needed Board approval to be notary in SV.  The Board suggested that he send a letter to the Board and request a response.
Board Reports

President’s Report
Zug reported that a letter has been sent to the SV Lawyer with 7 attachments:  Covenants, Bylaws, 3 policies, letter on renters, and the dismissal of the law suit.  The lawyer is also looking into the policy over the boats.  Approval of the covenants will require a vote of 51% of the residents in each filing.  There are some “M&B” properties that are difficult to locate.  Other properties on the edge should be invited to join the association. 

Zug received a positive vote from the board to make payment of $1,000 to Deerfield Ins. to cover the deductable related to the legal costs over the lawsuit.  The SV Lawyer suggested not paying the insurance company.  He suggested writing a dissatisfied letter and to put up a squawk based on their behavior offering to pay ½ since they paid ½ of the fees. Zug will continue to address this issue with the lawyer.  
A response from the lawyer on the other issues will come next week.  The ballot on the new covenants will be mailed and received before the annual meeting.  

Vice President’s Report

Shaun reported that he has been working with the Dam Inspector and has received the report.  Little spruce trees need to be removed from the dam and could be transplanted.  If interested, contact Shaun.  He thanked Sam and Wayne Mathews, Shane and Jessica Wildeman and Roni Gordon for their help on the dam.  

He is preparing an emergency plan in case the dam breaks and a fire evacuation plan.  The covenants will be addressed later in the agenda.   
Treasurer’s Report

Chris distributed and explained the 2009 Accounting Report for Spring Valley (see attached) reflecting the April financial statements. YTD (April accounting report) we are $567 short of the budget, keeping in mind that the budget was based on old dues and membership numbers.  A deposit will be made into the fishing account.  Chris will keep a separate tracking on the Fishing Derby funds.

The Activities expenditures will be tracked separately.  The Legal line item was not budgeted but expenditures are approved by the board.  The Maintenance & General line item is over budget and includes the Mr. Pots and Home Depot expenditures.    
Secretary’s Report/Newsletter:  

Deb reported that the next newsletter will be sent after the annual meeting.  She will need articles.

The SV Community received a thank you from the Battin family.  It will be posted on the message board and included in the next newsletter.   
Committee Reports
    
Activities Committee Report:

Deb reported that there will be a Meet Your Neighbor Barbeque on the 13th of June.  John Schneider will cook hotdogs and chicken.  It will start at 1:00 p.m. with the carnival for the children starting at 2:00.  Seven people are bringing cakes/goodies for the cakewalk.  Goldfish will be given as prizes with a reminded not to put them in the ponds/lakes. 
Welcome Committee Report:

Sam reported that there have been no new residents.  There will be welcome baskets available at the Meet Your Neighbor Barbecue.   
Spring Valley Improvements Committee Report:

Sam reported that the message board, fence, and lake signs have been installed.  It was recommended to post a sign that the boats are private.  Chris will get a price quote for the next meeting. 
Fishing Committee Report:
Dick reported that a few dead carp were found with ick.  Liley Fisheries will make good on fish with ick.  There have been no problems found in the big lake.  It was decided to keep and eye on the problem.  

Shaun has a name from the dam inspector of a specialist who could test the water.  He will make contact and find out costs.  He also shared a flyer about the zebra muscle problem.  The State Parks are concerned.  We have a few boats that are transported to other waters and he suggested a flyer would make us proactive.  It will be in the display box and copies will be made for the fish patrol.    

The next fish stocking will be on July 11th at 9:00 a.m.  The Fishing Derby will be on July 18th. 

Covenants Committee and Architectural Committee Report

Shaun reported that we are waiting for the response from the SV Lawyer.
Assessment/Fishing Documents and Mailing:

Jill reported that to date we have received a total of $26,230 for assessment dues.  A third assessment dues mailing will be sent July 1st stating the dues are mandatory as of January 1, 2009.

Board Election – Ballot to be sent in July:

Deb requested bio’s by June 30th.  The ballot will be sent in July including a budget proxy. 

2010 Proposed Budget:

Chris requested each committee to submit their needs for 2010 to her by June 23rd so she can prepare a 2010 proposed budget.

Boat:

It was agreed to put the patoon boat up for sale/giveaway.  

Play set/area:

The letter to accept the donation for the play area was approved.

Bus Stop:

Shaun will get prices to repair the bus stop.

Website:

The board process to get information to the webmaster was discussed.  It was agreed that the home page needs to be changed. Shaun is willing to help.  He will get prices related to a new website design.  
Annual Meeting August 15th at 10:00 a.m.:

Jill will draft an agenda to be reviewed by the board.  Georgia reminded the board that The Department of Wildlife has asked to be a presenter at the annual meeting.  It was approved.  A pot luck will follow the meeting.
