SVPORC BOARD MEETING
March 10, 2009

Call to order:  Zug Standing Bear called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. 
February Board Meeting Minutes were previously approved by email vote. 
Community Comments:  None.  
Zug presented a copy of the letter of response to Mr. Bash’s requests made at the February Board Meeting.  As requested, the response was sent within 10 days.  
Board Reports
 
President’s Report 

Zug reported that he would address the covenants in more detail later in the agenda.  The covenants have been reviewed and he met with the lawyer. 

Vice President’s Report 

Shaun reported that his would also be addressing the covenants later in the agenda.  He recommended Scott Findlay to be a member of the covenants committee.  All were in favor. 
  
Shaun attended the dam inspection safety training course conducted by the state.  This ½ day training covered the “why, what and where’s” related to inspecting the dam.  It also addressed what records were needed to be kept on the dam.  The two year inspection is due and Shaun will be working with the inspector.  He will include John Bousquet in this inspection. 

  
Shaun received all records from Terry Harris.    

Treasurer’s Report 

Chris distributed the 2009 Accounting Report for Spring Valley.  She has separated fishing from the general accounting information.  The Fishing Derby charges will be re-coded to “activities”.  Extra hours for payroll were do to the assessment mailing.  Trash removal has been cancelled until the next event in April.  Maintenance & General expenses were for the shed covering the port-a-potty and rental. 

 
Secretary’s Report/Newsletter  

Deb presented receipts from Shipping Plus and the Post Office related to the Newsletter mailing.  A deposit of $200 will be made at the Post Office to cover future mailings.  The next newsletter will be mailed by May 1st (postage goes up on May 11th).  Articles are due to Deb by April 15th.  Election information will be included.  
Committee Reports 

Activities Committee Report 

The Clean Up/Recycling date is April 25th.  Boat registration will be taken at this event.    A pancake breakfast will be served starting at 9:00 a.m. for the volunteers.   Chris will get food supplies (pancake mix, etc.).  Dick will check pavilion supplies and get the litter bags.  Sam will get bottled water.  A sign will be posted. 

  
The next event will be “Meet Your Neighbor.”   

  
John Schneider has been asked to make a message board to be posted near the pavilion.  Marine plywood was suggested with a cork board and a roof.  It needs to be “big.”  Shaun will email John with the details.  Sam will prepare an article for the newsletter introducing the new board.      
Welcome Committee Report
Sam and Roni Gordon took a welcome package to the home of Judy St. Peter. 

Spring Valley Improvements Committee Report 
Chris reported that a check was delivered to begin the SV Sign production.  It should be done the end of March or early April.      

Fishing Committee Report
Dick reported that the 1st fish stocking on May 16th will not exceed $3,500 including $120 for delivery.  There will be 100 carp for the big lake the rest will be rainbows and browns.  There might be Golden’s for the Fish Derby.  There will be a meeting with the fish patrol on April 18th at 9:00 a.m. at the pavilion.
Chris is waiting on process for the new fish patrol signs.  She shared information from a company that can analyze our water to see if we need to add anything.  Shaun will follow up and get information.  Glen Schwester will bring boots and help with the fish stocking.  
  
It was approved not to put any fish into square pond.   

Covenants Committee and Architectural Committee Report
Shaun has revised dates on the proposed “SVPORC Collection Policy” to coincide with current practices.  

  

Zug distributed the “Declaration of Restrictive Covenants” with suggestions for change.  The more we do as a board before it is taken to the lawyer the cheaper it will be for us.  The Covenant Committee (Zug, Shaun and Scott Findlay) will meet and make recommendations.

     

Assessment/Fishing Documents and Mailing 
Jill reported that to date we have received 190 assessments for a total of $18,813,  We have also received 16 paid fishing permits for a total of $1,820.   It was agreed that late fees will be charged after April 1st and the 2nd mailing will be sent by May 1st.  

 

By-Laws
Shaun will scan in the by-laws digitally into Word and share it with the board.  The Covenant’s committee is revising the by-laws.

Other Business 
Georgia stated that the culverts at the end of the lake are a hazard.  She will call the county. 

Zug reported that the letter regarding the Tana Dolce Bed and Breakfast, owned by Kimberly C. Geiger, was sent to the County Community Development Services Division expressing our concerns.  He talked with Ms. Geiger and she would be happy to do anything we need.  There could be restrictions on the land if sold and we could consider each request for a bed and breakfast in the future as they develop.

Sam followed up on a concern that was received on an assessment.  The concerns she addressed were:  

1.  The increase in dues over the past couple of years
2.  He does not use the lake - she shared that the dues help to maintain the common property which maintains property values in the community 
3.   Lack of show removal – she shared the information that snow removal is the responsibility of the county.
