SVPORC BOARD MEETING
May 12, 2009
 
Attending:  Zug Standing Bear (President), Shaun Gordon (Vice President, Covenants/Architectural and Lakes/Fishing), Deb Schneider (Secretary and Activities), Chris Schwester (Treasurer and Activities), Richard (Dick) Cope (Lakes/Fishing), Sam Mathews (Welcome and SV Improvements), Georgia Curie (member) and Jill Cochran (non-voting Office Coordinator).     

Community Member Present:  Amanda Vrtis and Leah Geiman.
Call to order:  Zug Standing Bear called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. 

April 14th Board Meeting Minutes were approved.

Community Comments:   Amanda Vrtis, who lives in Shadow Lake, and Leah Geiman, who lives on Remwood Circle, expressed their interest in seeing what goes on at the board meetings and in the community.  Amanda has submitted a number of nice pictures for the SV website.  Leah just moved into Spring Valley with her family a couple of months ago.   

Board Reports

President’s Report

Zug received positive comments from board members on the article that he wrote for the newsletter related to the covenants.  He reported that he would address the covenants in more detail later in the agenda.  All documents (By-laws, Collection policy and Covenant & Rule Enforcement Policy) will need to be reviewed by the Association Attorney after tentative approval by the board.  The covenants will then be mailed with a ballot to all members.  A majority vote (fifty-one percent) will be needed for property owners in each filing.  If a majority vote is not received for a filing, then the initiative would fail for that filing and those property owners in that filing would still be governed by the original set of covenants.   
Vice President’s Report

Shaun reported that he would also be addressing the covenants later in the agenda.  He will be meeting with the Dam Engineer this week to inspect the dam.
Treasurer’s Report

Chris distributed and explained the 2009 Accounting Report for Spring Valley (see attached) reflecting the March 31st financial statements. YTD (March accounting report) we are $1,176.09 sort of the budget, keeping in mind that the budget was based on old dues and membership numbers.  The Activities expenditures will be tracked separately.  She made final payment to Ken Klug for the SV sign.  The Legal line item was not budgeted but expenditures had been approved by the board.  The Maintenance & General line item is over budget and includes the Mr. Pots and Home Depot expenditures.  We need to keep an eye on this area before approving anything else in case we do not get the additional income from the assessments.  $1,400 is budgeted for the Fishing Derby based on what was collected at the last derby.
Since we do not usually have a quorum at the annually meeting, the 2010 proposed budget proxy will be sent to members with the SV Board Member  ballot in July.        
Secretary’s Report/Newsletter:  

Deb reported that the newsletter has been sent and presented receipts from Shipping Plus and the Post Office.  Jill will check with Shipping Plus and the Post Office on our balance and make payment if necessary.   
Committee Reports
    
Activities Committee Report:

Deb reported that there will be a fish stocking on May 16th at 9:00 a.m.  Donuts, juice and coffee will be provided.  
Due to a recent fire in the Battin home, a collection of household items (food, cleaning supplies, dog supplies, etc) will be taken at the fish stocking.  The board approved a gift certificate from Wal-Mart in the amount of $500 be given to the Battin family.  A line item will be added to the accounting report for “Donations”, as this is not something previously budgeted for.  Sam will purchase the gift certificate and present it to the family.    

The next event will be the “Meet Your Neighbor Barbeque.”  Chicken drumsticks, hot dogs, potato/macaroni salad, and desserts will be served.  Deb will make a sign for this event.    

    
Welcome Committee Report:

Sam reported that there have been no new residents.  Deb will get names of her new neighbors (renter’s) to Sam so she can make a visit.

Spring Valley Improvements Committee Report:

Sam reported that Shaun installed a light in the portable potty.  This Sunday poles for the message board and lake signs will be installed.  There are also plans to put up fencing for the volleyball court.  Georgia will contact a contractor about the roof.  The correction on the SV sign was discussed.  It will be kept as is for artistic reasons. 

Fishing Committee Report:
Dick reported that the 1st fish stocking on May 16th at 9:00 a.m. will not exceed $3,500 including $120 for delivery.   There will be coffee, juice and donuts.  The next fish stocking will be on July 11th and will not exceed $3,500 (based on $$3,230 received so far for fishing permits, and $550 that was collected from guests).  There may be some golden trout.  If so, there could be a prize at the Fishing Derby for the child who catches the golden trout.  It was agreed that the July stocking would be trout only.  The Fishing Derby will be on July 18th. 
Covenants Committee and Architectural Committee Report

Shaun opened a discussion on the documents prepared for the Collection Policy, Covenant & Rule Enforcement, By-laws and Architectural Committee Report.  Zug recommended changes to Architectural #330, for consistency, take the contract out and make it an attachment.  In Section 1, “rules and regulations” should be in regular type instead of bold type to conform to the rest of the policy.  In Section 2, page 4, make a summary paragraph referring to the contract attachment to the policy.  Section 3 would flow behind the fine schedule.  The documents were approved as amended.  They will now be submitted to the SV Attorney for review/comment.          

Assessment/Fishing Documents and Mailing:

Jill reported that to date we have received 250 assessments for a total of $24,029  We have also received paid fishing permits for a total of $3,230.   It was agreed that a third mailing will be sent by July 1st .  Shaun will add a statement to the assessment document about the dues being mandatory.  
SV Juno Emails:
The SV Juno Email review was discussed.  Jill will continue to review the emails and forward emails on to the board for a reply.  Information to be posted to the website will go through Chris. 

Board Election:

Ballot will be sent in July including a budget proxy. 

Annual Meeting:

It was agreed to change the Annual Meeting date to August 15th, 10:00 a.m., at the pavilion.  A pot luck will follow the meeting.

Other Business
Georgia shared the suggestion from Ken Klug to offer special occasion little signs that individuals in the community could buy to add to the SV Sign.  The Board decided not to offer the special occasion signs.

The next newsletter will contain information that residents should not let their cats or dogs run loose because the wild animals could cause them harm.
We had the suggestion from Ken Klug to do a “God Bless America” sign, which was decided against by the majority of the board.

The board agreed to accept the anonymous donation of $1,000 to improve the play area.
