SVPORC BOARD MEETING
May 31, 2008
Attending:   Z. G. Standing Bear (President), Terry Harris (Vice President), Chris Schwester (Treasurer), Deb Schneider (Secretary), Dick Cope (Lake/Fishing), Georgia Curie (Member) and Jill Cochran(non-voting Office Coordinator).  Absent:  Eddie Marks (Member).

Call to order:  Zug Standing Bear called the meeting to order at 9:08 a.m. 

Approval:  Minutes for the April 19th Board Meeting were approved.

Board Reports

President’s Report

Zug reported that Mary Kotwitz is recovering from surgery.  She has updated the website and has suggested that we add the people running for the board to the web site.  This will be done once we receive the nominees.  There will be 4 positions open on the board this year.  

Vice President’s Report
Terry reported that there have not been any problems with the bears yet this year.  He also reported that there have not been any new problems with the Mt. Lions.   

Treasurer’s Report
Chris reported that a deposit has been made to the fishing account from the monies in the fishing cash box.  She and Dick will be attending to this regularly and reporting deposits to Jill.  Two checks, that had been overlooked last year, could not be deposited.  Jill will follow up to inform the owners why they were not credited with payment.  As of the March accounting report, the general checking account balance is $25,639.93 and the fishing checking account balance is $12,046.34.  The savings account balance is $185.65.  Total including CD’s is $57, 666.40. 
Secretary’s Report/Newsletter:  

 Deb reported that she has the next Newsletter ready.  It was agreed to add information about the SV yard sale on June 28th and 29th.  It will also include a thank you to Shane and Jessica for the donation of the bench, a thank you for those that helped at the pancake breakfast/fish stocking and a thank you to Betty Schmidt for making the pavilion bulletin board more attractive.  Information will also be included to encourage residents not to let their dogs run loose.  It will be sent in early June 
Committee Reports
    
Activities Committee Report:

Deb reported that there will be a Fish Stocking on July 12th.  The Fishing Derby will be on July 19th.  There have not been any responses from the newsletter article recommending additional activities.  

Chris reported that Phantom Canyon Brewing, Robin and Scott, will be donating and doing the lunch for the fish derby.  She has also received donations from Chili’s, Wendy’s, and 20 to 30 Fishing Poles.  Dick has been working with Wal-Mart to get a donation.  The fanny packs that were found in the Pavilion will be given away at the Fish Derby.  A volunteer is needed to wear the Smokey the Bear costume.  Zug will get doughnuts for the Fish Stocking.  Dick will set up coffee and cocoa for the Fishing Derby.  Water will also be provided.  
Welcome Committee Report:

Zug asked to get Title Company information when we receive notice of a new owner and sale of properties so that he can follow up to make contact.
Fishing Committee Report:

Chris has updated the fishing rules 
Dick and Terry recommended ordering 50 grass carp for a total of $400 (to be split between the general and the fishing accounts) and to spend $4,500 on the next fish stocking.  All were in favor.  Dick shared that the fish company has told him that there might be an additional delivery fee due to gas prices. 
Terry clarified that float tubes are allowed on Shadow Lake.
Chris said there was a note in the fishing box questioning renters and the fishing fees.  Dick and Terry will recommend changes for next year before the permit form is mailed.  

Covenants Committee Report:

Terry reported that there is still a red truck on Spring Valley Drive that is in violation of code regulations.  Zug will knock on the door and inform the residents that the truck is in violation.   
     
Architectural Committee Report:

Terry reported that the building of a 2,500 foot home at 144 Pike View has been approved.
2008 Assessments/Fishing Permits:

The 2nd notice to those that have not paid their Assessment will be sent in June.  After that response, we will discuss the unpaid assessments.  Some need updated mailing addresses (county records are the same as the SV database).
 Election Mailing/Ballot:
The June Newsletter will ask for nominees for the Board.  Ballots will be sent the end of July.  The annual meeting will be August 16th. 
Other Business: 

Georgia shared information that Ken Klug (a SV resident) makes wooden signs and is willing to do it for the cost of materials and a small amount for labor.  Pictures of his signs were shared.  Georgia will ask Ken Klug to do an estimate of a 4’ x 5’ sign.  Replacing the SV sign at the entrance to SV will be presented for a vote by the members at the annual meeting.  

Chris got prices for a “no overnight parking” sign to be put at the Pavilion parking lot.  Purchase was approved.  Six signs for a maximum of $33 each were also approved to replace the signs at the lakes referring to private lakes/no trespassing.

Chris is organizing a rummage/garage sale at the Pavilion on June 28 and 29th.  Proceeds will go to SV.  

The Annual Meeting will be on August 16, 2008.
