Board Reports

President’s Report

Vice President’s Report
Terry reported that he has received the formal report from the dam inspector.  Volunteers are needed to help clear the dam.  He has been told that John Bousquet has been checking the weirs.  He will follow up with John to see what kind of documentation has been kept.  He also reported that the water board used a diver to inspect the dam.  We will see if that report meets with the inspector’s approval to eliminate any additional underwater inspection.

Al was absent.  The budget report and spreadsheet he prepared were discussed for 2007/2008.  Since he is moving, Dick turned over his documents and indicated that this was his last official act as a part of the board.   

Shane has been depositing the monies collected from the fish patrol in the SV fishing account.  He will update Jill with recent deposit amounts.
